Exploring Nature in the Classroom

AT A GLANCE

Christodora’s Winter Ecology Program
(WEP) brings the excitement of hands-
on learning about the environment

into NewYork City public school classrooms.
In a customized seven-week curriculum,
Christodora’s environmental educators spark
middle school students’ interest in science and
commitment to their communities by helping
them make meaningful connections between
global ecological science and their local, per-
sonal experience. Concepts such as watersheds,
biodiversity and human impact become relevant
to each student, leading to positive shifts in
thought and action.

In 2010 we built on the previous year's enhanced
curriculum, sharpened our mission and goals
and focused on making each lesson more in-
quiry-based and student-led. After a “foundation
lesson” that introduces the concepts of ecosys-

tems and our personal impact on the planet,
teachers select six more sequenced lessons from
a wide range of offerings including watersheds,
adaptations, species proliferation and land use.
Students redesign a neighborhood to reduce im-
permeable surfaces and storm overflows; learn
to identify whether a skull belongs to a predator
or prey; dissect flowers and owl pellets.They con-
sider a public land issue and debate the benefits
or costs of the outcome to the environment.

In addition, the curriculum supports the New
York City Department of Education Scope and
Sequence, and is aligned with NewYork State
Standards for Science Education.

The feedback from our host science teachers
has been uniformly positive; they praised the
environmental educators’ engaging teaching
styles, mastery of the lessons, and the contin-

ued development of the content to help the
schools meet their mastery goals.

The Winter Ecology Program is a gateway to
Christodora’s other programs. Students bring
materials home that explain what they are learn-
ing and also offer ways to stay active in the
Christodora family. We invite them to join in our
weekend NewYouth Conservationist programs—
and many bring their friends and siblings into
the fold. Many schools visit the Manice Education
Center for a 3-day field trip in the spring and fall

as a field experience that builds on the concepts
learned in the classrooms. Inspired by these ex-
periences, students further their participation at
Christodora in our summer programs, often for
several years.

By bringing the outdoors into the classroom,
students begin to develop a sense of wonder and
curiosity about nature and their place in it. Many
have told us that their entire concept of “science”
has changed.They learn not only to search for
answers but to ask the right questions.

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NEW YOUTH CONSERVATIONISTS

Making a Difference in the City

Once again our NewYouth Conservation-
ists (NYC) group has seen an increase
in numbers of students, parent involve-

ment, new and exciting lessons, and of course
environmental-based work. As always we
are most grateful to the NewYork Botanical
Garden for the use of its classrooms and the
cooperation and support of its staff, as well
as to our program partners at the Bronx River
Alliance, with whom we have carried out so
many community and conservation activities.

Over the past year 100 students from the Bronx,
Manhattan, Queens and Brooklyn have come
together to work on various student-run projects
along a two mile section of the Bronx River.

Students begin in September with in-class
lessons and activities to instill a feeling of
community and grow as a team.They study

tree identification in all seasons, mammals,
birds and fish and how they coexist in a well
balanced ecosystem, and the negative impacts
that invasive species like Japanese knotweed,
multiflora rose, and devils walking stick can
have on the biodiversity of an ecological
community.

Throughout the fall and spring the NYC group
worked together to help plant just under 1,000
trees and remove several tons of Japanese
knotweed from the banks of the Bronx River
inside the NewYork Botanical Garden.

New this past year was the NYC’s induction into
the Parks Department Stewards program where
its members were given a one-mile section of
the Bronx River Water Shed in the Bronx Park to
help maintain. Over a period of only two months
the students created a comprehensive plan to

help manage the invasive species found in the
water shed as well as contribute to the seem-
ingly never ending clean-up of the Bronx River.

NYC students participated in the Parks depart-
ment’s “It’s My Park Day” by painting benches,
removing trash, and planting daffodils along the
Mosholu Parkway. As part of the Bronx River
Flotilla, they helped politicians, commissioners
and community members celebrate the Bronx
River as they helped portage 70 canoes and 20

kayaks past the river’s waterfall in the NewYork
Botanical gardens.

Over the next year we hope to increase our
involvement yet again as we continue to make
a positive impact on the environment.

MANICE EDUCATION CENTER

Wilderness, Leadership and Community

In a remote and rugged corner of the Berk-
shire Mountains, Christodora’s Manice
Education Center celebrated its 30th year

of operation in 2010. Building on a century-old
tradition of offering camping programs to low-
income city youth, Manice once again hosted
over 800 student visitors and prepared for the
future with significant improvements to the
facility and expanded partnerships with local
and regional environmental groups.

For many of our students Manice is a first
opportunity to see a constellation, live in a tent,
paddle a canoe, climb a mountain or simply sit
on the porch listening to birds. Integrated into
each scientific and recreational activity are
elements that encourage the students to
develop their communication and leadership
skills by constantly returning to the questions
of “What worked in this project? How did we
communicate? How can we do better?”

Field trips from 20 public schools connected
the classroom learning in our Winter Ecology

Program to an immersion into the forests and
lakes of the Berkshires. With curiosity sparked,
students eagerly apply to attend the summer
sessions, and many return year after year to
their ‘second home’.

Our youngest campers start at age 11, arriving
for week-long ventures where they learn to
identify what lives in the wild and how to inter-
act with our world. Encouraged to assume new
responsibilities and take positive risks, campers
embark on four-day hiking and canoeing expedi-
tions along the AppalachianTrail and across
pristine lakes and rivers. Back at the Center,
they work with Project Native, a grassroots
organization dedicated to cultivating native
plants, to learn about wildflowers and how to
care for Manice’s own gardens.

Older students in the High School Leadership
andTraining Program design and lead their own
wilderness trips, which they combine with com-
munity service.This year students completed
trail work in the neighboring Savoy Mountain

State Forest and volunteered at the Berkshire
National Fish Hatchery.They also visited nearby
Williams College, gaining insights into college
life and how to prepare for college admissions.

Manice’s B.R.I.D.G.E. program (Bringing
Reward and Investment to Developing and
Growing Educators) selects students from
former summer programs for more ambitious
outings. Charting their own course, they
venture deep into Vermont's Green Mountains.
Several BRIDGE graduates are now serving
on Christodora's staff while pursuing related
undergraduate degrees.

Thanks to support from the J.C. Kellogg Founda-
tion, the Hyde and Watson Foundation, the
Hardigg family, and several board members, all
our programs benefited from improvements to
our facilities. A new gear shed enables us to get
our students out on the trails more quickly. Our
new greenhouse, enhanced organic garden and
henhouse (with 12 free range chickens) enrich
student awareness of the food cycle. New main-
tenance and water safety supplies buildings en-
hance our waterfront. And our farmhouse, over
200 years old, earned a fresh look with new siding.

In a benchmark year, we have prepared
ourselves for our next 30 years!

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SUMMER ECOLOGY PROGRAM

Field Research at Great Mountain Forest
EDWARD S. ELLIMAN
SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

Christodora students once again enjoyed
the privilege of spending two weeks of
intensive study and field work at the

beautifulYale School of Forestry Camp, located
within the Great Mountain Forest in northwest-
ern Connecticut.The students, ages 16-20 and
representing 4 boroughs, were accepted into
the program based on their desire to challenge
themselves, their leadership capabilities, and
their desire to develop within a community along
with their passion for learning about ecology.

With 3 alumni staff and 1 director, the students
engaged in study of the local watershed.They
independently designed their research plan,
including their needed supplies, time frames,
factors to record, observation notes needed.
The project, entitled “Studying the Unknown
Stream” focused on three areas; Macro-inverte-
brates, water quality and vegetation quadrant
examination. Because this was the first study
on this particular stream, the students were
especially invested in discovering how the

ecology in and around this body of water
changed from source to outlet.

Interspersed among the field study sessions
was a great deal of community exploration.
Generous friends of Christodora and Great
Mountain Forest donated their time and energy
to share their passions with our students.
Through visiting and helping at a local organic
Community Supported Agriculture program,
a horse farm and sewage treatment plant
students were exposed to a broad range of
ecological concepts and factors that go far
beyond classroom science.This year students
were invited to severalYale University events
at their summer festival in Norfolk, CT, including
a chamber music concert and an art class.

The Alice Rich Northrop Memorial Camp was
an important new partner with Christodora’s
Great Mountain Forest program in 2010, under-
writing a significant portion of the program
costs. Several Northrop alumni, who have

The Edward S. Elliman Scholarship
Program for Advanced Studies in the
Environment builds on students'

experience at the Manice Education Center
and in other Christodora programs, offering a
select number of highly motivated high school
students an opportunity to pursue their studies
in specialized summer science and wilderness
programs. In 2010, alumni scholarship recipients
attended Hobart and William Smith College’s
Environmental Studies SummerYouth Institute
and theTeton Science Schools.

pursued impressive careers in the natural
sciences, shared their learning about topics
including mycology and astronomy.

As a culminating experience, the students
learned how to synthesize data and then
prepared a Power Point presentation—a new
requirement for graduation in NewYork Public
Schools—to share it with community members,
staff and board members.Their findings were
compiled into a formal report that was given to
the Great Mountain Forest for future reference
and concluded that the change in vegetation
and animal life along the stream was not a
direct result of water quality but was in fact
a result of the geographical changes, i.e. sun
exposure, substrate material and elevation
change.
